On All Saints’ Sunday, November 2, Mount
Calvary will host a special guest musician,
Lucille Reilly. Her instruments are the ham-
mered dulcimer and autoharp. Ms. Reilly will
join the Women’s Gospel Ensemble, members
of the Festival Choir, and trumpets at both
worship services. This past August, the
Women’s Gospel Ensemble was fortunate to
attend a workshop taught by Ms. Reilly in
Boulder.

Ms. Reilly has participated in worship ser-
vices in churches from coast to coast. She is a
graduate of Westminster Choir College,

Princeton, NJ, and has studied choral arrang-
ing and composition as a Melodious Accord
Fellow under the guidance of Alice Parker.
Her awards include 1997 National Hammered
Dulcimer Champion, 1994 National Autoharp
Champion, and International Autoharp Cham-
pion in 1995 and 2003.

The many performance venues include the
Denver Center for Performing Arts; The Met-
ropolitan Museum of Art, New York City; Old
Faithful Inn, Yellowstone National Park; The
Governor’s Mansion, Denver; CU-Boulder
College of Music; and concert series across
the nation. Ms. Reilly has published two in-
struction books and one repertoire book for
hammered dulcimer, a monograph series for
autoharp, and one CD and several choral
works scored with both instruments. One of
the choral arrangements, “When We All Get to
Heaven,” accompanied by hammered dulci-
mer, will be sung at Mount Calvary dur-
ing worship services on All Saints’ Sunday.

Our Earthly Tent

| like to ponder a saying which, if my memory
serves me, is attributed to C.S. Lewis. He said,
“You don’t have a soul, you are a soul. What
you do have is a body.” St. Paul talks about
this in 2 Corinthians, Chapter 5, verses 1-5. He
refers to our earthly body as an “Earthly

tent” (at least in the RSV, NRSV, the Living
Bible and the Modern Language Bible. King
James uses the words “Earthly house”).

| listened intently to a pastor a few weeks
ago up in Andover, north of Boston, at the fu-
neral of a friend. He played with this idea of an
earthly tent in a very interesting way. He said,
“We are never more connected to this world
than at our birth, when loving arms cradle us
and our families make a fuss over us. We are
indeed connected, big time, to those around us
who care for us. Our earthly tent is set up, so to
speak, poles in place and all staked to the com-
mon family ground securely, ready to take on
life.”

For him it called to mind the family camp-
ing trips when the tent was raised, staked in
place and became home sweet home for a
week or so. Then, at the end of the outing, each
stake was pulled, the poles came out, the tent
collapsed, and that home ceased to be. After a
long drive home, they walked into the house
and exclaimed that it was fun, but now we are
really home.

He was also reminded that each of his kids
had those moments in life when, figuratively
speaking, one stake was pulled at a time, mak-
ing their earthly tent less and less connected to
that common ground they all called family, as
each made his or her way out into the world of
new relationships. He used examples such as
waving goodbye to one of his kids riding off
on the school bus for the first time. Then there
was the sad goodbye and off to college. One of
the toughest stakes to get pulled was a wed-
ding. And so it went.

Well, you get the idea. Our earthly tent

stakes are pulled out all along the way, until
one day at the Lord’s calling, the last one is
pulled and the tent comes down. Then we will
have a “God-given dwelling, a house in heaven
not made with hands, which will last forever.”

Paul Harvey recited a prayer about houses
during one of his broadcasts some years ago
which seems to fit this story quite well. An old
man was praying, “Lord, we have been walk-
ing hand in hand for a very long time. Surely
by now, we must be closer to your house than
to mine.”

Each of us has times in our lives when, in a
manner of speaking, a tent stake is pulled, ei-
ther ours or someone’s close to us. We can feg
frightened, frustrated and alone, or in need of
someone to walk with for a while, with whom
we can share our pain. One of our Stephen
Ministers is available for just these times. We

From Jah Lopta Tibetan School

Dear Pastor Meyer and Karen Peterson:

The Saturday Tibetan School for Children, Jah
Lopta (which means Rainbow School in Eng-

lish), would like to take this opportunity to thank
you for the use of the space. It has meant a great
deal to the local Tibetan families to have the op
portunity to gather and teach the children the Ti
betan language and cultural traditions at a regu
lar place and time. We are always so grateful to
have this time together, because it also serves fo
build community and friendships.

There are approximately 200 Tibetans in
Colorado, and on any given Saturday, we have
anywhere from 10-20 children of all age groups
who participate. We have several people who
teach regularly, and we have an occasional guest
teacher. During their recent visits, H.H. Dalai
Lama and H.H. Karmapa commended our group
for attempting to provide this type of cultural
education, and encouraged everyone to continuge.

Many people around the world are losing
their cultures and languages because they mus|
assimilate into local cultures. Tibet has wonder-
ful and unique cultural traditions that are worth
preserving. In Colorado, some of the families
speak Tibetan in their homes, but of course, mujst
speak English most of the time in school and at
work. A few of our children are from homes in
which one parent is American, and the other is
Tibetan, giving the children even less exposure
to Tibetan.

To show our gratitude, we would like to pre-
sent the church with a framed calligraphy piece
in the Tibetan script that translates to “Bless®ed {
be a Blessing.” Jah Lopta certainly shares the
values behind loving and serving people uncon-
ditionally for the greater good of the world. We
would like to present Rainbow Child Care Cen-
ter with some games for the children to supple-
ment the wonderful space.

Though our gifts may be modest, the senti-
ment behind them is vast. Thank you from the
bottom of our hearts for making Jah Lopta poss
ble.
